In another category entirely; restaurants and pubs who
welcome pets. Highly recommended is
The Nomad located at 1401 East Brady,
where dogs can accompany their owners
inside and out. One simple rule the own-
ers tell us: "no peeing on things and no
barking"...a totally reasonable request!
